· Laden: If it is on the Feb 11th agenda there will be more debate

· Dorfman-Tandlich: I do think this needs more debate, so lets do the 11th
· Zoner: we can already JA for every piece of water on campus; we are adding this because of weird jurisdictional issues around Fall Creek (it was previously a trespassing issue with Beebe Lake).
