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Fall 2009 SAFC Appeal Decision Summary

Organization
Club Baseball (Decision Accepted)
Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee recommended funding Club Baseball $3,263 for the fall semester by a vote of 5-2-1. Club Baseball did not submit supporting documentation by the deadline, though the group realized their mistake and attempted to turn in the forms the following morning. The Committee recognized Club Baseball's effort in trying to rectify missing the documentation deadline and their honesty in dealing with the SAFC and the Appropriations Committee.
Organization

Hearsay A Capella (Decision Accepted)
Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee voted to fund Hearsay A Capella at $2,025 for the fall semester to fully fund Hearsay's Fall Concert by a vote of 5-4. Hearsay did not submit supporting documentation by the deadline, but also attempted to provide documentation when they realized their mistake. The Committee also recognized Hearsay's binding financial commitments to its room reservation for its fall concert.
Organization

Club Gymnastics (Decision Accepted)

Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee voted to fund Club Gymnastics at $3,000 for the fall semester by a vote of 8-0. In past years of funding Gymnastics, the SAFC never required proof of gym reservation (when they should have by the SAFC guidelines), but caught their mistake this year, denying Club Gymnastics funding. The Committee recognized the history of standards for documentation for Gymnastics and acknowledged that the past president was not followed this year. However, the committee did encourage Gymnastics to take the proper route and document fully in future semesters.
Organization

InteMed (Decision Accepted)

Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee voted to fund InteMed's appeal at $0 for the fall semester by a vote of 8-0. InteMed requested SAFC funding for members of the organization and other pre-med students to go ice skating together at Lynah Rink as a networking and development activity. The request was denied by the SAFC on the grounds that InteMed's ice skating event constituted a social event, which is not funded by SAFC guidelines. The Appropriations Committee concurred with this assessment.
Organization

SAFE (Appeal Requested)
Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee voted to fund SAFE at $1,441 for the Fall semester by a vote of 7-0-1. SAFE requested an appeal on two items: their Arts Quad display of sexual health facts and their distribution of safe sex supplies. The Committee voted to fully fund SAFE's arts quad display, including printing, poster boards, and lamination. SAFE had listed their Arts Quad display under the “Publicity” category, capping their potential allocation at $20, when it should have been listed under durable goods, since the display can be used for multiple years. The Committee, however, believed that the SAFC did not err in denying SAFE funding for safe sex supplies. The SAFC does not fund for items for “personalized use” nor for an item that “duplicates functionality or service already available on campus.” Given that the function of safe sex supplies is inherently for personal use and that free safe sex supplies are already available from a wide variety of sources across campus, the Committee concurred with the SAFC in denying funding for these items.
