Rationale of the Committee
The committee felt that the composting that CU Compost would provide would be beneficial to the Cornell and specifically the Collegetown community. However, the committee did not feel that the project would need support funding for an entire year. The funding originally requested was only temporary until the group found more a stable source, and the committee felt that three months would be enough to do this. Since the group stated they already had enough money to cover one month, the committee funded CU Compost with enough money to fund two additional months. The committee felt that there was no stable funding source that  could be found within a one year time frame that could not be located within the first three months.  

SA Committee Approval 
The Student Assembly Environmental Committee reviewed the request on September 20, 2012 and supported it being funded at the full $370 by a vote of 8-0-0.

Stipulations
If approved by the Student Assembly, these special projects funds would not come from the Environmental Committee budget but instead from the SA Special Projects fund. In addition, if funding is approved the project will be referred back to the SA Environmental Committee, which will be expected to both help CU Compost find a stable funding source and implement any logistics the project requires. 

Vote Totals
