Establishing a New Events Calendar

Whereas, student organizations, academic departments and other members of the 
Cornell community host many great events on campus on a daily basis;
Whereas, the campus is large and decentralized. It is often hard to hear about various 
events occurring on campus each given night. There is no consistently updated 
central database for students;
Whereas, the student body receives too many separate emails on a daily, weekly, and 
monthly basis informing them about events;
Whereas, other peer institutions have systems that efficiently and conveniently 
organize campus events and communicate the information to the student body;
Whereas, Cornell University has a comparable system, the Events Calendar, which is 
currently underutilized by student organizations;
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re used regularly and efficiently, Cornell 
undergraduates would be able to find events and programs on campus;
Be it therefore resolved, that the Student Assembly recommends all students and 
student organizations use the Events Calendar whenever they organize events;
Be is therefore resolved, that the Student Assembly recommends a Pilot Program 
during Spring 2013 for the Events Calendar to increase organizations’ usage of 
the system and encourage students to visit the webpage;
Be it therefore resolved, that the Student Assembly collaborate with Student and 
Academic Services communication staff as well as staff in the Student Activities 
Office in order to assure a productive Pilot Program that teaches organizations 
how to post to the calendar, teaches individuals how to create a profile, and 
teaches organizations how to spread the word about the events calendar (a 1 page 
instruction sheet); 
Be it further resolved, that the Student Assembly will create a focus group, 
composed of a cross-section of campus, that will help determine the format and 
frequency of a undergraduate-wide opt-out email linked to the Events Calendar.  
This email will compound most University Wide daily, weekly, and monthly 
emails about events (i.e. Denice Cassaro and undergrads@cornell.edu);
Be it further resolved, that the events posted on events.cornell.edu are used to help 
streamline the process of requesting: Use of Univesity Property Forms (UUPs) 
and R25s (Reserving Rooms);
