Student Assembly Finance Commission Performance Tier Proposal

Whereas, the Student Assembly (the Assembly) has both legislative and judicial


 authority over the Student Assembly Finance Commission (the Commission); 

Whereas, Section 9 of the Student Assembly Finance Commission funding guidelines states that: “Organizations seeking to remain in or advance to performance tiers are required to submit an annual performance report. To facilitate such reporting, the commission provides means for organizations to submit information about their activities throughout the academic year”; 
Whereas, with the addition of the “performance tier”, there are now six tiers that organizations can be placed into

Whereas, groups placed into the performance tier will have access to the highest level of funding from the Commission  
Whereas, the current information requested by the Commission in Section 9 is insufficient for determining whether or not the organization should be moved into the performance tier; 
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Be it therefore resolved, that Section 9 of the Commission’s funding guidelines be edited as follows with additions in bold and deletions in strikethrough: 

9 Performance Reporting

Organizations seeking to remain in or advance to performance tiers are required to submit an annual performance report. To facilitate such reporting, the commission provides means for organizations to submit information about their activities over the previous throughout the academic year. The annual performance report will allow organizations to submit responses to the following criteria:

1. lists awards, honors, and recognitions received by the organization;

2. lists actions taken by the organization to minimize or mitigate its environmental impact;

3. lists activities undertaken by the organization, including additional details depending on the activity type:

a. local events:

i. number of undergraduate students attending,

ii. uniqueness of the event at local, regional, national, or international level, and

iii. steps taken to make event accessible;

b. travel events:

i. number of undergraduate students participating, and

ii. significance of the event at local, regional, national, or international level; and,

c. publications:

i. number of undergraduate student readers, and

ii. uniqueness of the publication at local, regional, national or international level;

d. lists each durable good purchased with commission funds in the last three years, including the following details for each item:

i. unique identifier (should be displayed as a label or mark on the item),

ii. date acquired,

iii. purchase price,

iv. status indicating whether the organization still possesses and can use the good.
1) How does your organization contribute to Cornell’s campus environment and reputation?
2) What is your organization’s membership?
3) Approximately how many students attended any local events your organization held in the past two academic years?
4) List and describe any awards and recognitions your organization has received in the past two academic years

5) Describe any travel events and their significance for the organization

6) Describe your marketing efforts as an organization. Please include information on funds spent on advertising, time spent handing out quarter cards or chalking, ads placed in the Daily Sun, or anything else that you feel is relevant 

7) Describe any steps your group has taken to reduce your organization’s environmental footprint

8) How do you ensure your meetings and events are accessible to all members of the Cornell Community? 

9) Describe how your organization currently reaches out to Cornell’s diverse communities and how your organization plans to continue and broaden these efforts in the future. These communities may be (but are not necessrily) comprised of:

· all students in a Cornell undergraduate college
· all students in a Cornell undergraduate major
· organizations or bodies relevant to your organization’s purpose or mission 

· an ethnic and/or racial population
· Cornell faculty

· other undergraduate organizations or special interests
