O  While the fund could be used to finance such initiatives as the GPSA’s proposed Lights Out
campaign, current sentiment w/in the Facilities Dept. is that a small projects revolving loan fund
would complicate and slow down start-up of these initiatives.

0 Facilities Dept. is also currently focused on the start-up of Cornell's Combined Heat and Power
Project and Cornell’s commitment to eliminate the use of coal altogether within 18 months.

O This commitment, the first by any US University, conflates with the Sierra Club’s “Beyond Coal”
campaign and is an opportunity for Cornell to get out front on a national issue.
